Autumn Term Week 8 3rd November 2023 
 

It has been good to come back to school after the half term holidays and great to see the 
children settle back into routines so swiftly. The weather has obviously been a bit 
changeable so it’s important that the children are coming to school ready for any 
eventuality. Coats are a necessity – wellies are handy too. Whatever winter clothing that 
your child comes into school with – please make sure that it is ALL named. The majority of 
jumpers and ties are not and, more surprisingly, lots of coats are unnamed too. Thank you 
in advance for double checking this over the weekend. 
During this week, the school held one of its monthly attendance panels. These involve 
myself, Mrs Lenton-Clark and Mrs Hughes (our Home School Link Workers) and Mrs Drake 
from the school office. We look at the attendance of children across the school and 
highlight any necessary actions to put in place. As you will already know – our attendance 
target is 95%. To put this in context: 

If a child has an attendance of 90% -  
this would suggest they are having on average of 1 day off a fortnight. 

If a child has an attendance of 80% -  
this would suggest they are having on average of 1 day off a week. 

It is worth noting that being late after the register closes counts as an absence. To avoid 
this please aim to get to school and through the school gates by 8.40am. The gates on 
both bases close at 9.00am.

Our focus on emotion coaching and wellbeing continues. There is a leaflet attached to 
this week’s Review which might help any children that may be experiencing worries 
around school. There are some practical things that you can do at home to support but 
the most important thing that you can do is to model your expectations clearly and 
remain consistent with them.  
Once again – a reminder about being respectful and polite to the school’s neighbours. 
Another local resident has complained about being sworn at by a parent this week after 
asking them not to park over their drive. Frustrations around parking will always be present 
and we all need to make sure our responses in these situations are calm and reasonable. 
Finally – staffing news. We have welcomed Mrs King to the staff who has re-joined our 
Reception team, we wish her well and look forward to her contribution to the school. 



In the School Office, there have been some more significant changes. Mrs Quillish who has 
been School Business Manager in one way or another for over 30 years will retire at the 
end of the term. She has made a huge impact over the years and will be sorely missed - I 
will focus more on this nearer the time. Mrs Williams has been successful in taking on the 
new School Business Leader role and will also be supporting the Central LLT team. 
Replacing Mrs Williams will be Mrs Harvey who will become the new School Office 
Manager at the end of the month. I know that this aspect of the school continues to be in 
strong hands and congratulate both Mrs Williams and Mrs Harvey.

PSHE and Inclusion  Whole School 

This half term, the children across the school will be working from Puzzle Piece 2: Celebrating Difference. It 
focuses on similarities and differences and teaches about diversity, such as disability, racism, power, 
friendships, and conflict. Children learn to accept everyone’s right to ‘difference’, and most year groups 
explore the concept of ‘normal’ and bullying – what it is and what it isn’t, including cyber and homophobic 
bullying – is an important aspect of this Puzzle.

Are you feeling sad or worried about school?

Children think lots of different thoughts about 
school, some can be happy thoughts and some can 
be sad thoughts. Which of these are true for you?

Everybody might feel worried or sad about school sometimes but 
some children can feel so upset that they might not want to come 

into school at all.

When these children get so worried about going to school they 
may want to stay at home where they feel more comfortable and 

safe. However, often these feelings may happen again in the 
evening and morning before school and they will want to stay 

home the next day too. The more they stay off school, the more 
worried they get about going.

When you stay off school, you might be scared about all the work 
you have missed, seeing your teachers and friends again and not 

knowing what they have been doing or saying. This is why it is 
important to talk to somebody who can help you feel happy again 

in school.

What do I do if I feel like this?
Talk to somebody; this could be your parents, an adult at school, 

other family members or a friend. Use these questions to help 
start a conversation with somebody who can help.

If you could change one thing about

The adults in your life can help you with your worries and help you take little steps to help you feel happy in school.
