Deadline to apply for your child’s Reception place Nursery 



We wanted to remind parents again that the deadline for applying for your child's Reception place is 
Monday 15th January. Even if your child attends the Riverbridge nursery, you will still need to apply for a 
school place as attendance in the nursery does not guarantee you a place in Reception.  
If you have already applied you will have received a confirmation email with a reference number. If you 
haven't received this email we suggest you log into your e-admission account to check that your application 
has been submitted. 
If you have not yet applied we recommend you apply soon, rather than leaving it to the deadline date in 
case of any technical difficulties via https://www.eadmissions.org.uk/eAdmissions/app. Please note that you 
do not need to complete a supplementary form if applying for Riverbridge. If you have any questions, 
please email the office. 
 

Reporting Absences Whole School 
When reporting your child’s absence please do so via the Online Absence Form or by leaving a clear and 
concise message stating your child’s name, class and reason for absence on the School Absence Phoneline. 
Parents are required to contact the school before 9am every day of their child’s absence to ensure our 
safeguarding responsibilities are adhered to.  
Please note, children must not return to school until 48 hours after the last bout of any sickness or 
diarrhoea to prevent the spread to other members of the school community.  
If your child has a high temperature, please wait for this to go back to a normal temperature before 
returning to school.
